
Avoid that sinking feeling. Specify precast concrete pipe.
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Imagine their surprise 
when four teenagers 
were driving through 
a large puddle in a 
church parking lot and 

the pavement collapsed, 
“swallowing” their truck in a gigantic 
sinkhole. It was far from the religious 
experience they had in mind, but fortu-
nately, none were injured. 

The sinkhole was the result of the collapse 
of over 100 feet of 96” corrugated metal 
drainage pipe. It appears that rust and 
leaky joints caused the side soil support to 
wash away. As you can see from the other 
photographs, this sort of fl exible pipe 
catastrophe occurs all over North America 
too often.

What’s the best way to avoid sink-
holes? No, not by driving around them 
— by specifying precast concrete pipe. 
It’s strong, durable and made to last. 
It’s more than a conduit. It provides a 
structure as well — so you don’t have to 
depend on soil support for the structural 
integrity of the pipeline.

Don’t fall for the short-lived claims and 
failed promises of corrugated metal and 
corrugated high-density polyethylene 
pipe products. You might just end up in 
deeper trouble than you ever imaged.
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
